Cell-therapeutic synopsis

The following alphabetical survey is
intended to outline the tissues to be used
for the more important aspects, syn-
dromes and symptoms. The classifica-
tion of first and second choice must be
regarded just as a general rule as the
selection of tissues depends chiefly on
the individual situation and on the symp-
toms. In using this survey compiled to

inform the reader at a glance, it should
be noticed that cell therapy is always part
of a wholistic, multidimensional ther-
apy. The outcome will be the better the
more carefully the tissues are selected
and the more this biological method is
integrated into necessary further medi-
camentous, dietetic, physiotherapeutic
and psycho-social measures.
